PAST DATES IN THE CIVIL WAR 
By David Fildey 

 
Sept.  1,  1861 Battle of Chantilly, Virginia.  
Sept.  2,  1864 Atlanta is captured by Gen. Sherman’s Army. "Atlanta is ours, and fairly 

won," Sherman telegraphs Lincoln. 
Sept.  3,  1861 Confederate troops enter Kentucky, ending the state's neutrality. 
Sept.  4,  1862 Lee invades the North with 50,000 Confederates and heads for Harpers 

Ferry. 
Sept.  6,  1861 Union troops capture Paducah, Kentucky. 
Sept.  6,  1863 Battery Wagner in Charleston Harbor abandoned by Confederates. 
Sept. 10, 1861 Battle of Carnifax Ferry, Virginia. 
Sept. 10, 1863 Little Rock, Arkansas, captured by Union. 
Sept. 11, 1861 President Lincoln revokes Gen. John C. Fremont’s unauthorized military 

proclamation of emancipation in Missouri; Cheat Mountain Campaign begins. 
Sept. 12, 1861 Siege of Lexington, Missouri begins. 
Sept. 14, 1862 Battles of South Mountain and Crampton's Gap, Maryland. 
Sept. 15, 1862 Fall of Harpers Ferry to Confederates. 
Sept. 17, 1862 The bloodiest day in U.S. military history as Gen. Robert E. Lee and the 

Confederate Armies are stopped at Antietam in Maryland by McClellan and 
numerically superior Union forces. By nightfall 26,000 men are dead, 
wounded, or missing. Battle of Munfordville, Kentucky.  

Sept. 19, 1862 Battle of Iuka, Mississippi. 
Sept. 19, 1863 Battle of Chickamauga. A decisive Confederate victory by Gen. Braxton 

Bragg's Army of Tennessee. Union General George H. Thomas wins the 
nickname "Rock of Chickamauga" for his stubborn defense of his position. 
Gen. William S. Rosecrans’ Union Army of the Cumberland is trapped in 
Chattanooga, Tennessee under Confederate siege. 

Sept. 19, 1864 3rd Battle of Winchester, Virginia. 
Sept. 20, 1861 Lexington, Missouri, surrenders to Confederates. 
Sept. 22, 1862 Preliminary Emancipation Proclamation freeing slaves issued by President 

Lincoln. 
Sept. 22, 1864 Battle of Fisher's Hill, Virginia; Battle of Pilot Knob, Missouri. 
Sept. 29, 1864  Battle of Peebles' Farm and Chaffin's Farm/ Fort Harrison, Virginia.
